After a short Thanksgiving holiday break, the TWU Negotiating Committees reconvened in
Dallas, Texas the week of December 3-7. During the week, members of all the TWU
Negotiating Committees met with AA Management.

On Friday, all the Negotiating Committees assembled to review all the proposals that had been
discussed and the Articles that were tentatively agreed to by AA and the TWU.

Below is each of the specific Negotiating Committee progress reports for the week.

Mechanic & Related Negotiation Update- For December 3™ -7t"

The Mechanic and Related Negotiating Committee represents Aviation Maintenance Technicians,
Overhaul Support Mechanics, Aircraft Cleaners, Parts Washers in Title 1, also Plant Maintenance
Mechanics, Plant Maintenance Man, Utility Man, Cabin Cleaners in Title 2

The Mechanic and Related Negotiating Committee met with American Airlines management
and presented several contract proposals for discussion. These discussions were productive
and resulted in some tentative agreements being reached. Proposals to the following Articles
were discussed this week.

Article 10- Seniority

Article 16-Recall

Article 17- Leaves of Absence

Article 21- Rotation of Shifts

Article 26- Field Work

Article 28- Recognition of Rights and No Discrimination
Article 33- No Strike-No lockout

The following Articles were tentatively agreed to this week (for a full update of Articles TA'd
see chart below) by the TWU M&R Negotiating Committee and AA Management:

Article 2 - Definitions
Article 28-No Discrimination, and Recognition of Rights and Compliance.

A joint committee was formed to review MPR - (acting supervisor) issues with respect to
Article 10- Seniority

An internal (TWU) committee was also formed to study provisions contained in Article 46-One
Station Agreement, specifically re-call and transfers issues when applied to those stations
within the one station agreement.



The M&R Committee will re-convene next week to meet with the company and continue our
discussions. We thank all of our members for your continued support.
